Ms. Valentine added that the 
Title VI Program is a comprehensive document that guides AMBAG, is updated every three years, 
must comply with FTA Circular 4702.1B, and include public outreach techniques specifically for 
Limited English Proficiency populations. The key sections of the Title VI program are 1) the purpose 
of the Title VI Program; 2) Title VI Responsibilities; 3) Demographic profile of the Metropolitan 
Area; 4) Language Assistance Plan; 5) Title VI Notice, Compliant Procedures, and Form; and 6) Public 
Participation Plan. The timeline includes 1) present draft 2024 Title VI Program to Advisory 
Committees, Planning Directors Forum, and AMBAG Board of Directors meeting in May – July 2024; 
2) public comment period is June 3, 2024 to July 12, 2024; 3) prepare final 2024 title VI Program in
July 2024; 4) present final 2024 Title VI Program to Advisory Committees and Planning Directors
Forum in July – August 2024; and 5) AMBAG Board adoption of the final Title VI Program on
September 11, 2024. Brief discussion followed.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: 

Since March 12, 1984, under adopted State Clearinghouse Procedures, the Association of 
Monterey Bay Area Governments (AMBAG) was designated the regional agency responsible for 
clearinghouse operations in Monterey, San Benito and Santa Cruz Counties. These procedures 
implement Presidential Executive Order 12372 as interpreted by the “State of California 
Procedures for Intergovernmental Review of Federal Financial Assistance and Direct 
Development Activities.” They also implement the California Environmental Quality Act of 1970 
as interpreted by CEQA Guidelines. 

The purpose of the Clearinghouse is to provide all interested parties within the Counties of 
Monterey, San Benito and Santa Cruz notification of projects for federal financial assistance, 
direct federal development activities, local plans and development projects and state plans that 
are proposed within the region. These areawide procedures are intended to be coordinated 
with procedures adopted by the State of California. 

FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

There is no direct financial impact. Staff time for monitoring clearinghouse activities is 
incorporated into the current AMBAG Overall Work Program and budget.

King City Riverbed Wildfire Prevention Plan 

The King City Riverbed Wildfire Prevention Plan (RWPP) serves as a framework for a long-
term fire resiliency and prioritizes hazard reduction projects along portions of the Salinas 
River and San Lorenzo Creek in or near the City of King, California. The plan achieves the 
two following goals: 1) provides guidance and strategies to increase the wildfire 
resilience of the community; and, 2) protects and enhances the wildlife habitat and 
ecological value of the project area. The plan was developed by Deer Creek Resources 
(DCR) with input from City of King staff, collaborating agencies, and the community. The 
RWPP uses aerial photography and field surveys to map vegetation, analyze potential 
wildfire hazards within the project area, and prioritize wildfire hazard mitigation 
projects. The primary implementation measure recommended by the RWPP is the 
creation of a fuel break on the edge of the Salinas Riverbed to protect homes and 
businesses and prevent a wildland fire from becoming an urban conflagration. A fuel 
break will starve an expanding fire of fuels while providing firefighters operational safety 
and access. While the remaining project recommendations will increase the fire safety 
and aesthetics of the project area and King City, the fuel break will provide the most 
protection.

Climate Resilient Santa Cruz: Graham Hill Water 
Treatment Plant Facility Improvements Project 

The Proposed Project would replace and substantially upgrade the majority of the 
existing water treatment processes at the Graham Hill Water Treatment Plant (GHWTP) 
and associated infrastructure with modern facilities. The Proposed Project would 
improve the GHWTP to: meet current seismic, building, electrical, and fire code 
requirements; support the treatment of wet season water to facilitate implementation 
of the City’s Water Supply Augmentation Strategy and Securing Our Water Future Policy; 
increase the City's treatment reliability to meet current and anticipated future water 
quality requirements; and improve the ability to treat variable and degraded source 
water quality conditions, such as those associated with post-wildfire, severe storms, and 
droughts. Characteristics and elements of the Proposed Project include the following: 
reliable water treatment plant capacity, new and upgraded water treatment and related 
processes, new and upgraded buildings, infrastructure and site improvements, project 
operations and maintenance. Project construction is anticipated to commence in phases 
over a four-year period (from 2025 through 2029) while maintaining ongoing operations 
and continuous production of drinking water at GHWTP. 
The City of Santa Cruz Water Department has completed a Final EIR for the Climate 
Resilient Santa Cruz: Graham Hill Water Treatment Plant (GHWTP) Facility 
Improvements Project. The Final EIR is anticipated to be considered by the Water 
Commission on August 5, 2024 at 7:00 PM and by the City Council on September 10, 
2024 after the hour of 10:00 AM at City Hall Council Chambers.

Revised Environmental Impact Report (REIR)

Hollister’s existing General Plan was adopted in 2005, with a horizon year of 2023. The 
City is updating its plan to extend the planning period to 2040. The proposed Hollister 
2040 General Plan will build off the current General Plan and provide a framework for 
land use, transportation, and conservation decisions through the year 2040 and will 
direct future growth within the EIR Study Area. The General Plan is intended to respond 
to local and regional housing needs, foster economic growth and local job creation, 
enhance civic identity and placemaking, and protect sensitive natural resources. The 
proposed Climate Action Plan will identify strategies and measures to reduce 
greenhouse gas emissions generated by existing and future uses in Hollister. The 
proposed Agricultural Lands Preservation Program will ensure the benefits of 
agricultural activities are maintained by requiring that activities that convert existing 
agricultural lands to non-agricultural uses (i.e., urban uses) directly address that loss 
through a program that funds agricultural conservation easements. Since the 2023 Draft 
EIR was circulated but before certification, the proposed 2040 General Plan changed 
some land use designations and the sphere of influence boundary has been further 
modified from what was proposed in the 2023 Draft EIR. Subsequently, the potential 
buildout estimates increased from what was evaluated in the 2023 Draft EIR.

BACKGROUND/ DISCUSSION: 

AMBAG Sustainability Program Elements 

Energy Efficiency Program Development 
AMBAG is a founding member of the Rural and Hard to Reach (RHTR) working group, 
which was created in 2015 to promote the deployment of energy efficiency resources to 
California’s rural communities. In the past two years AMBAG staff has been working 
with RHTR partners to create a Regional Energy Network (REN). RENs are entities which 
submit business plans to the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) to obtain 
ratepayer funds and implement energy efficiency programs. 

In June 2021, RHTR partners executed a memorandum of understanding for the 
development of the RuralREN. RHTR partners submitted a motion for the creation of the 
RuralREN as well as the RuralREN 2023‐2031 strategic business plan to the CPUC in 
March 2022. In June 2022, Commissioner Shiroma issued a ruling which determined that 
the RuralREN motion should be considered on the same timeline, and in the same 
proceeding as the 2024‐2031 business plans from existing energy efficiency portfolio 
administrators. On June 29, 2023, the CPUC issued Decision D.23.06.055 which included 
approval of RuralREN, and its business plan, with a 2024‐2027 budget of $84 million and 
an 2028‐2031 preliminary budget of $93 million. AMBAG is now working with RuralREN 
partners to engage in the regulatory process to clarify the governance structure and the 
geographic territory of the RuralREN. Once this process is completed AMBAG will work 
with partners to launch programs, which is expected in early 2025. 



Monterey Bay Electric Vehicle Climate Adaptation and Resiliency Framework 
(Monterey Bay EV CAR Framework) 

On August 31, 2023, the California Department of Transportation awarded AMBAG and 
Ecology Action a $750,000 Sustainable Transportation Planning Grant (STPG) climate 
adaptation planning grant to fund the creation of a Monterey Bay Electric Vehicle 
Climate Adaptation and Resiliency Framework. On June 12, 2024, the US Department of 
Energy awarded AMBAG and Ecology Action a $1.5 million Joint Office of Energy and 
Transportation Ride and Drive Electric grant to fund phase 2 of the Monterey Bay 
Electric Vehicle Climate Adaptation and Resiliency Framework. 

The Monterey Bay EV CAR Framework will create a roadmap in the Monterey Bay Area 
for assessing current charging infrastructure vulnerability to climate change and create 
strategies that ensure the buildout of EV charging infrastructure increases equity and 
resiliency in the face of climate change. The framework will include implementation 
plans for prioritized strategies, in order to provide communities tangible pathways to 
implementation. This project will empower the Monterey Bay region to integrate 
climate and equity considerations as part of long‐range EV infrastructure planning, and 
lead to the implementation of EV infrastructure resiliency strategies throughout 
Monterey Bay. 

In the past months AMBAG staff worked to initiate the procurement process for a 
technical consultant and continued to gather the data necessary to complete the 
Monterey Bay EV CAR Framework. 

ALTERNATIVES: 

There are no alternatives to discuss as this is an informational report. 

FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

The budget is fully funded under a Caltrans Climate Adaptation Planning Grant and a US 
Department of Energy Joint Office of Energy and Transportation Ride and Drive Electric 
grant. All funding is programmed in the FY 2024‐25 Overall Work Program and Budget. 

COORDINATION: 

AMBAG staff is coordinating with the RuralREN partners, local jurisdictions, and local 
community stakeholders.

BACKGROUND/ DISCUSSION: 

The Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA) calls for the development of the Overall 
Work Program (OWP) and Budget by the federally designated Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MPO). The Association of Monterey Bay Area Governments (AMBAG), as the 
federally designated MPO for the tri‐county (Monterey, San Benito and Santa Cruz 
Counties) Monterey Bay Region, annually develops and maintains the OWP and Budget. 

The FY 2024‐25 OWP and Budget was developed in consultation and coordination with the 
region’s Regional Transportation Planning Agencies (RTPA), transit operators, Caltrans, 
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA). It 
includes transportation and air quality related planning activities proposed for the 
Monterey Bay Region for the fiscal year July 1, 2024 to June 30, 2025. 

The FY 2024‐25 OWP and Budget was approved by the AMBAG Board of Directors at their 
May 8, 2024 meeting and the FY 2024‐25 OWP was jointly approved by FHWA and FTA on 
May 30, 2024. 

The AMBAG OWP and Budget is subject to periodic adjustments resulting from changes in 
activities as well as revisions in revenues and expenditures during the fiscal year. The 



proposed Draft Amendment No. 1 to the FY 2024‐25 OWP and Budget accounts for the 
following changes: 

• Revision to scope of works for the Caltrans grant funded WE 125 and WE 336 as
per the inputs received from Caltrans.

• Applying FY 2024‐25 approved ICAP rate 95.97% to all work elements in the OWP
and updating Budget.

• Updated funding for WE 346, 347, and 348.

For your reference, Draft Amendment No. 1 to the FY 2024‐25 OWP and Budget is 
separately enclosed with the agenda (Attachment 1).

FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

Staff time to carry out OWP and Budget activities is funded through FHWA PL, FTA 5303, 
other State and local funds as programmed in the approved FY 2024‐25 OWP and Budget.

Staff recommends that the Board of Directors accept the Financial Update Report. 

BACKGROUND/ DISCUSSION: 

The enclosed financial reports are for the 2023‐2024 Fiscal Year (FY) and are presented 
as a consent item. The attached reports contain the cumulative effect of operations 
through May 31, 2024, as well as a budget‐to‐actual comparison. Amounts in the 
Financial Update Report are unaudited. 

FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

The Balance Sheet for May 31, 2024, reflects a cash balance of $2,901,309.75. The 
accounts receivable balance is $621,405.28, while the current liabilities balance is 
$436,478.56. AMBAG has sufficient current assets on hand to pay all known current 
obligations. 

AMBAG’s Balance Sheet as of May 31, 2024, reflects a positive Net Position in the 
amount of $301,130.50. This is due to the Profit and Loss Statement reflecting an excess 
of revenue over expense of $117,871.87. Changes in Net Position are to be expected 
throughout the fiscal year (FY), particularly at the beginning due to the collection of 
member dues which are received in July and the timing of various year‐end adjustments 
required after our financial audit. 



The following table highlights key Budget to Actual financial data:

For Period July 1, 2023 through May 31, 2024 

Revenues/Expenses (Budget to Actual Comparison): 

The budget reflects a linear programming of funds while actual work is contingent on 
various factors. Therefore, during the fiscal year there will be fluctuations from budget‐
to‐actual. 

Professional Services are under budget primarily due to the timing of work on projects 
performed by contractors. Projects early in their implementation are Monterey Bay 
Electric Vehicle Climate Adaptation and Resiliency Framework, California Central Coast 
Sustainable Freight Study, and Complete Streets. This work is not performed in a linear 
fashion while the budget reflects linear programming. In addition, the Regional Early 
Action Planning Housing Program (REAP) provides $7,931,311 in funding of which a 
large portion will pass through to partner agencies. This program is approximately 97% 
completed. The current budget includes a proportionate share of $10,133,742 in 
funding for the REAP 2.0 program. It is in its early stages. 

Since AMBAG funding is primarily on a reimbursement basis, any deviation in 
expenditure also results in a corresponding deviation in revenue. Budget‐to‐actual 
revenue and expenditures are monitored regularly to analyze fiscal operations and 
propose amendments to the budget if needed.

In response to requirements pursuant to its designation as a Metropolitan Planning 

Organization (MPO), the Association of Monterey Bay Area Governments (AMBAG) 

prepares transportation plans and programs for the tri‐county, Monterey Bay region 

consisting of Monterey, San Benito and Santa Cruz Counties. 

The Draft Monterey Bay Metropolitan Transportation Improvement Program (MTIP) for 

FFY 2024‐25 to 2027‐28 is the region’s short range transportation programming 

document that contains transportation improvement projects including public mass 

transit, highway, bridge, local road, bicycle and pedestrian projects proposed for funding 

based on anticipated available federal, state and local funds over the next four federal 

fiscal years (October 1, 2024 through September 30, 2028). 

The Draft MTIP implements the 2045 Monterey Bay Area Metropolitan Transportation 

Plan (MTP), the 20 plus‐year metropolitan transportation plan adopted by the AMBAG 

Board on June 15, 2022. In addition, projects in the programming document are 

consistent with the recent Short Range Transit Plans (SRTPs) of the public transit 



operators, Regional Transportation Improvement Programs (RTIPs) of the three regional 

transportation planning agencies, and Caltrans' 2024 State Transportation Improvement 

Program (STIP) and 2024 State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP). 

The Draft MTIP represents a total of $1.61 billion transportation project investments 

(105 projects) within the tri‐county Monterey Bay Area over the four‐year period. Staff 

will provide a detailed presentation on the MTIP program and process at the August 14, 

2024 Board meeting. A copy of the Draft MTIP for FFY 2024‐25 to FFY 2027‐28 is 

separately enclosed with the agenda (Attachment 1) and will be also available on 

AMBAG website (www.ambag.org) for your review and comments.

In early 2022, the State allocated $10,133,742.41 to AMBAG through the Regional Early 

Access Planning Grant of 2021 (REAP 2.0). This grant provided funding to regional 

governments to accelerate housing production and facilitate compliance with 6th Cycle 

of the Regional Housing Needs Allocation (RHNA), providing resources to help 

implement related planning efforts, improve housing equity, and reduce vehicle miles 

travelled. 

On January 10, 2024, the 2024‐25 California State Governor’s Budget Summary 

proposed a 50% reduction to all statewide REAP 2.0 awards as part of a larger package 

of policies to balance the State budget. On May 30, legislative leadership from the 

California State Assembly and Senate announced a Joint Legislative Budget Plan 

addressing proposed cuts from Governor Gavin Newsom’s January Budget proposal and 

May Revision. This budget plan proposed minimal reductions to REAP 2.0 funding which 

was influenced by collective advocacy, including AMBAG’s participation in California 

Association of Councils of Governments’ (CALCOG’s) advocacy efforts, and AMBAG’s 



participation in State Budget subcommittee hearings to inform lawmakers of the 

potential impact of the proposed cuts. 

On June 22, 2024, Governor Newsom and lawmakers approved the final state budget 

which included a 5.9% reduction to statewide REAP 2.0 funding, protecting the majority 

of REAP 2.0 funding for the AMBAG region. On June 24, 2024, AMBAG presented the 

State’s budget reduction for REAP 2.0 to the AMBAG Planning Directors Forum for 

discussion. The Planning Directors were supportive of a 5.9% reduction to all of 

AMBAG’s suballocation grant awards and program areas as an equitable approach to 

absorbing the State’s cut to the program. On July 16, 2024, the California Department of 

Housing and Urban Development (HCD) officially notified AMBAG that our REAP 2.0 

grant was reduced by 5.9% from $10,133,742.41 to $9,537,639.92. 

In order to equitably absorb this reduction in the REAP 2.0 program, staff recommends 

that all of AMBAG’s REAP 2.0 suballocation grants and program areas be reduced by 

5.9%. 

REAP 2.0 Budget Reductions 

In November 2022, HCD and the Board of Directors approved the suballocation of 

$2,625,000 of REAP 2.0 funding to each City and County in the AMBAG region through 

the Local Suballocation Grant Program (LSGP). A 5.9% REAP 2.0 budget reduction spread 

across all of AMBAG’s program areas would reduce this amount from $2,625,000 to 

$2,470,125 as indicated in Table 1. AMBAG has been in contact with all local 

jurisdictions and has confirmed that all project proposals could be completed with these 

minor funding reductions without significant impacts.

In November 2022, HCD and the Board of Directors also approved a suballocation of 

$6,000,000 of REAP 2.0 funds to the Regional Competitive Grant Program (RCGP) to 

competitively fund predevelopment activities for affordable housing projects and on 

November 8, 2023 the AMBAG Board of Directors approved awards. The REAP 2.0 

budget reduction from the State will reduce this amount from $6,000,000 to $5,646,000 

as indicated in Table 2. AMBAG has been in contact with all RCGP awardees and has 

confirmed that all project proposals could be completed with these funding reductions 

without significant impacts.

The AMBAG Board also approved an allocation to AMBAG of $1,508,742 for regional 

programs and technical assistance, program development and administration, which will 

also see an equivalent reduction. 

Next Steps 

If the Board approves, AMBAG will amend our agreements with suballocation grant 

recipients to formalize these reductions. AMBAG will also update our contract with HCD 

to reflect changes. 



ALTERNATIVES: 

The Board of Directors could choose not to approve a 5.9% budget reduction across all 

REAP 2.0 program areas and choose to alter the grant program in another way. Staff 

does not recommend this option as AMBAG staff worked extensively with the Board, 

jurisdictions, stakeholders, and HCD to develop the existing suballocation and 

competitive grant programs. Altering the programs would require additional resources, 

outreach, and approval from HCD. In addition, the jurisdictions and grantees have 

started work on the approved grants and are expecting a 5.9% reduction consistent with 

the State’s Budget 2024‐25 reduction. 

FINANCIAL IMPACT: 

REAP 2.0 Program funds are programed in the FY 2024‐25 Overall Work Program and 

Budget. The funding reductions will have negligible impacts to AMBAG’s budget. 

COORDINATION: 

REAP 2.0 Program activities have been coordinated with HCD, the Planning Directors 

Forum, local jurisdictions, and REAP 2.0 grant recipients.

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff will provide an update on the Central Coast California Sustainable Freight Study. 

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION: 

In April 2022, Caltrans awarded the Association of Monterey Bay Area Governments 
(AMBAG) $375,000 for the California Central Coast Sustainable Freight Study (CCCSFS) 
to create a mega‐regional five county freight study for U.S. Highway 101 and major 
freight routes between San Benito/Santa Cruz Counties and Santa Barbara County. The 
purpose of this effort is to provide guidance on policies and projects supporting freight 
movement across the Central Coast region. The freight study was prepared in 
partnership with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) District 5, the 
Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Commission (SCCRTC), the Transportation 
Agency for Monterey County (TAMC), the Council of San Benito County Governments 
(SBtCOG), the San Luis Obispo Council of Governments, and the Santa Barbara County 
Association of Governments (SBCAG). 

The Central Coast region along the U.S. 101 corridor is one of the most important 
agricultural production areas in the country. Goods movement industries make up 
approximately one third of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) for the Central Coast, and 
include industries such as agriculture, retail, and construction. Freight accounts for 
approximately 34 percent of total employment in the region. Freight‐dependent 
industries rely on the multimodal freight network to serve their customers and 
contribute to the economic prosperity of the region. Assuring critical freight 
infrastructure projects continue to move forward is important to the continued 
prosperity of our mega‐region. 



Outreach for the study was performed throughout 2023 and 2024 to assure the study is 
responsive to the needs of cities, counties, the State and the public. Our partner 
transportation agencies have reviewed the study’s progress and provided direction on a 
monthly basis. Since early 2023, AMBAG’s consultants have engaged with industry 
representatives throughout the region to collect feedback on critical freight challenges. 
Feedback was consistent with congestion and safety hotspots identified in the study. In 
Spring 2024, the draft study was presented at the Technical Advisory Committees for 
SCCRTC, TAMC, and SBCOG where AMBAG jurisdictions and members of the public had 
an opportunity to review and comment on the document. Additionally, the AMBAG 
Planning Directors Forum reviewed and provided comments on the study in April 2024. 

The freight study will be used by Caltrans as the primary regional document for Caltrans 
District 5 to identify our region’s freight priorities. The study has identified over 100 
planned and potential projects to improve the safety, reliability, resiliency, and 
continued success of the Central Coast’s freight infrastructure network. The study will 
assure projects in our mega‐region are competitive for funding through new 
transportation policies such as the California Transportation Plan (CTP) 2050, the State’s 
Climate Action Plan for Transportation Infrastructure (CAPTI), and the Federal 
Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act/Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL). 

Next Steps 

In September 2024, the Board will be asked to accept the final study and direct staff to 
close out the Caltrans grant which funded this project.

MEETING DATE: August 14, 2024 

RECOMMENDATION: 

Staff will provide an update on the revised draft 2026 Regional Growth Forecast including 

subregional allocations. The Board of Directors is asked to discuss the revised draft 

regional and subregional growth forecast numbers. 

BACKGROUND/ DISCUSSION: 

Every four years, AMBAG updates its regional forecast for population, housing and 

employment to support the development of the Metropolitan Transportation 

Plan/Sustainable Communities Strategy (MTP/SCS), Regional Travel Demand Model and 

other planning efforts. 

The regional growth forecast projects the region’s population, employment and housing 

numbers for the tri‐county area of Monterey County, San Benito County and Santa Cruz 

County. The purpose of the regional growth forecast is to show likely changes in 

employment, population and housing in the region between 2020 and 2050, based on the 

most current information available. As growth patterns change over time, the forecast is 

updated on a regular basis to reflect the most current and accurate information available. 

This forecast is used to inform regional and local planning projects such as the MTP/SCS, 

transportation projects, corridor studies, and economic activity analyses. Results from this 

forecast are used as inputs in the Regional Travel Demand Model to forecast travel 

patterns. 



Population projections in the 2026 Regional Growth Forecast (RGF) are substantially lower 

than the 2022 RGF, reflecting updated information from the 2020 Census and new 

estimates from the California Department of Finance (DOF) that show population loss in 

the region in recent years, steadily falling fertility rates, stagnant mortality rates, and an 

aging population. Job projections are also lower than in the 2022 RGF, reflecting updated 

data from the California Employment Development Department. Unlike population and 

jobs, housing projections are slightly higher than in the 2022 RGF, reflecting updated 

information from the 2020 Census, 2022 American Community Survey, and new estimates 

from DOF. These sources show housing growth and rising household formation rates in 

the region in recent years, even as population declined. These regional trends may result 

in low population growth in some jurisdictions in the subregional allocation. 

Recent Updates 

In January 2024, the Board accepted the draft regional growth forecast for planning 

purposes and directed staff to begin the disaggregation at the jurisdiction level. 

In February and March, AMBAG conducted a series of meetings with local jurisdictions and 

the Planning Director’s Forum to review a preliminary draft of the subregional forecast. 

Input from these meetings was used to make minor modifications to both the regional and 

subregional forecasts to achieve the draft forecast. 

In April, AMBAG also made revisions to the regional forecast to reflect updated data on 

group quarters and farmworker housing. The revisions were presented to the AMBAG 

Board of Directors at their May 2024 meeting. 

Since the May 2024 Board meeting, the California Department of Finance released 

updated population and housing estimates for the region and its jurisdictions that reflect a 

higher population number for 2023 than previously published. AMBAG has worked to 

incorporate those revisions into the latest draft of the regional forecast and subregional 

allocation (Table 1). 

AMBAG staff also conducted one‐on‐one meetings with local jurisdictions, universities, 

and LAFCOs to review the May 2024 draft of the forecast. Those meetings resulted in 

upward revisions to the housing projections for jurisdictions with residential projects in 

the development pipeline, including Marina, Salinas, County of San Benito, and Santa Cruz 

(city). Staff also incorporated additional information about farmworker and university 

housing. The revised draft 2026 Regional Growth Forecast addresses all comments and 

revisions received.

Subregional Allocation Process 

Following the preparation of the regional forecast figures, AMBAG staff and PRB began the 

process of disaggregating the figures to each of the jurisdictions using historical data to 

develop a baseline disaggregated forecast. 

Unlike the regional forecast, in which employment both influences and is influenced by 

population growth, the subregional employment forecast is separate from the subregional 

population and housing forecast (Figure 1). This separation reflects differing economic and 

demographic forces at the regional and local levels. 



Subregional Allocation Process 

Employment: For the region‐level forecast, employment growth by industry is driven by 

historical trends (i.e., shift share model). For each jurisdiction (cities and unincorporated 

balance of county), employment growth by industry is a constant share of the region’s 

growth in that industry. 

Housing Units: Pipeline projects and regional trends influence each jurisdiction’s housing 

unit forecast. Housing units may be occupied or vacant. 

Households: Vacancy rates and regional trends in vacancy influence each jurisdiction’s 

household (occupied housing unit) forecast. 

Vacancy Rate: The vacancy rate is the number of vacant units divided by the total number 

of housing units. Vacant units including those for sale, for rent, for seasonal/recreational 

use, or for non‐residential use (such as an accessory dwelling unit that is being used as a 

home office), as well as units that are for short‐term rent. 

Household Population: Average household size and regional trends in household size 

influence each jurisdiction’s household population forecast.

Group Quarters: Pipeline projects and regional trends influence each jurisdiction’s group 

quarters forecast. In accordance with definitions used by the U.S. Census Bureau and 

California Department of Finance, group quarters are counted in the population numbers, 

not in the housing stock. 

Population: The population forecast for each jurisdiction is the sum of its household 

population and group quarters populations. Each county’s population forecast is a sum of 

the jurisdiction‐level forecasts. All levels (county, city, unincorporated area) are 

constrained by the region‐level forecast. 

Data sources include the California Department of Finance, California Employment 
Development Department, InfoUSA, and the U.S. Census Bureau. 

Revised Draft Subregional Forecast 

The process described above resulted in a draft forecast at the jurisdictional level that was 

used for discussion purposes with staff at each of the cities and counties within the region. 

In addition to the cities and counties, AMBAG staff met with staff from the University of 

California, Santa Cruz and California State University, Monterey Bay to discuss the results. 

Adjustments were made to the draft forecast based on these meetings to incorporate 

growth on the basis of planned developments, specific and General Plan research, and 

economic development plans. These efforts resulted in the current draft forecast. 

AMBAG staff conducted 56 one‐on‐one meetings with the local jurisdictions, LAFCOs, and 

both major universities since October 2023. The initial round of one‐on‐one meetings 

occurred in fall 2023 with a second round conducted in February and March 2024. Input 

from these meetings informed the Draft 2026 Subregional Growth Forecast Summary that 

was presented to the AMBAG Board of Directors in May 2024. In May and June, AMBAG 

staff conducted another round of one‐on‐one meetings with local jurisdictions, major 

universities, and local LAFCOs. These meetings resulted in additional revisions to the 

revised draft. 

The current regional growth forecast figures, including revised draft subregional 

allocations, are included as Attachments 1 and 2 respectively. The revised Draft 2026 

Regional Growth Forecast, including local jurisdiction and university profiles are available 

online at: https://ambag.org/plans/regional‐growth‐forecast. 

Next Steps 

AMBAG staff has sent the revised draft 2026 Regional Growth Forecast numbers to all 

local jurisdictions, universities, and LAFCO for their final review and input. AMBAG staff 

will be holding additional one‐on‐one meetings in August, as needed. If there are no

additional comments or revisions requested, the Board of Directors will be asked to accept 

the 2026 Regional Growth Forecast, including the subregional allocations, for planning 

purposes at its September 2024 Board meeting, as part of the continued development of 

the 2050 MTP/SCS. This allows AMBAG to stay on schedule for a June 2026 adoption of 

the 2050 MTP/SCS.
